Constituency Case Work

A breakdown of the topics - from complaints about tube noise, bus cuts
and bus stops being moved, the Mayor’s plans for the pedestrianisation of Oxford Street,
Cycle Superhighways CS9 (Hammersmith) and CS11 (North Westminster), to policing issues,
especially the reduction of police numbers, moped crime, tri-borough police mergers, police
station closures, anti-social behaviour, rough sleeping and the Metropolitan Police 101
service.

They've organised a local petition with
3,000 signatures and counting, a huge
public meeting and there’s more to come.
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when the building lease expires and that TIL is right to consider alternative locations.
However, | am writing to add my voice to those opposing any plans to move the Victoria
Couch Station 10 2 proposed site between Royal Oak Tube Station and the Westway.

The proposed strip of land along the railway tracks, on which TfL. would build a coach
station and Juxury tower blocks, would be unacceptable to my residents and would
represent a poor option for the 14 million passengers per annum who currently travel
through Victoria Coach Station. It is genuinely surprising that TIL have not only failed to
dismiss the Royal Oak option as unsuitable but also that it appears to be the favoured
choice.

Royal Oak Tube Station and Bayswater as a whole lack the infrastructure to cope with
such a significant increase in passenger use and footfall. I agree with focal Westminster
councillors Richard Elcho and Emily Payne and local residents that the site is unsuitable in
terms of its size, its lack of access roads and location.

Instead of undertaking a feasibility study, I urge you to rule out the Royal Oak site. This
would allay the fears of local residents and allow TfL to focus on finding a suitable

location elsewhere.

Yours sincerely
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Karen Buck MP is very close to Sadiq

know the reality is that TfL reports to
the Mayor.
